Year 1
ENGLISH - The children have been writing captions (1 or 2 sentences) to describe images from traditional tales.

MATHS - Year 1 have been finding different ways to make the number of the week both practically and as a calculation
(e.g. 0 +10 = 10).
Shape of the Week - Circle - Please discuss the properties of the shape such as how many sides it has, whether they are
curved or straight and how many corners it has.

Number of the week - 10 with a focus on knowing their number bonds off by heart
eg. I say 10, they say O, I say 9, they say 1 etc.

SCIENCE - Sense of the week - Feeling (touching). Perhaps you and your child could find items around the home
that feel different. e.g. something soft and hard/ wet and dry/ rough and smooth.

Foundation Stage
Literacy - This week we will be learning our sounds and letters 'p, ,i, . When we teach the children this we will be teaching them
the letter sound and then the name too. If you are unsure of the sounds have a look at the literature that we have sent home
with your reading diary . We are also encouraging the children to pick up and read books about our topic, People Who Help Us.
Keep practising your sounds and letters at home.

Mathematics - In mathematics, we will continue counting and recognising the numbers to ten. We will be counting anything and
everything in our environment! Then we are going to practise writing some of these numbers too. Encourage your child to count at
home - for example, whilst you are laying the table ask ‘how many spoons do we need altogether?’
